It happens. Rocks can move by themselves. Scientists are 

baffled, as usual, by the ability of rocks to move. Moving rocks 

is nothing new to those who live at the lake. For years we 

have all seen rocks grow and appear from the  ground without 

warning. Moving rocks have been recorded and studied at 

Racetrack Playa in Death Valley. The force behind their 

movement is not understood and is being researched.

Racetrack Playa stones only move every 1-3 years. Stones 

with rough bottoms leave straight striated tracks and those 

with smooth bottoms seem to wander. Rocks can turn over, 

exposing another edge to the ground and leave a different 

track. Lake area rocks vary in size and are usually hard.

Osage County is working with INCOG to develop a 2030 plan 

for growth. One of the planning meetings was held this past 

Nov 18, and the SLA was there to express the views of the lake 

community. The plan is being worked on by representatives 

from the local communities, Osage Nation, and various other 

community groups. Tourism was one of the bright spots 

focused on for the plan. Skiatook Lake is a huge draw for 

county tourism, and development around the lake has brought 

economic growth to our area of the county. The county tourism 

committee has produced a tourism map of the county. SLA 

members are encouraged to get a copy of the map and check 

out whatôs around the lake. The town of Hominy completed a 

conceptual vision for growth and development last year and 

has already removed five dilapidated structures. County 

commissioners,  in concert with the Osage Nation, have 

improved roads in the county and good road access is the 

prelude to growth in tourism and county industry. Hats off to our 

county commissioners Scott Hilton, Jim Clark, and Clarence 

Brantley for having the vision to plan for the future of Osage 

County residents.  A failure to plan is a plan to fail.

One of the problems plaguing our countyôs towns are the blight 

of abandoned buildings in the downtown areas. The dilapidation 

of community downtowns hinders business growth.
